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I. Course Description
Environmental protection and sustainability have become an important issue in the future development of mankind. It was well-known that in 1992, the Earth Summit (UNCED) passed “Agenda 21” and “Rio Declaration” in order to set the guidelines for promoting and realizing environmental sustainability. Today, one of the hotly-discussed topics of environmental sustainability is climate change. Under the cross-border impact of climate change, extreme weather has caused many natural disasters that bring large-scale casualty and great economic loss. As a result, there is a global consensus that climate change is an urgent problem which requires the joint cooperation of every county. Moreover, technology, industry, and financial conditions of different countries ought to be taken into considerations when confronting the issue of climate change. Consequently, dealing with this issue depends not only on environmental scientific studies, but also on deliberate environmental policy-making and the enactment of specialized laws among domestic and international community. In Taiwan, the discussion of climate change is especially meaningful in view of the recent disaster caused by Morakot typhoon.
The seminar is divided into eight sections. Not only issues regarding the relationships between society and climate change are the course’ primary concern, but how domestic and international energy policy and biodiversity conservation are enforced are topics that the course hope to raise. Students will have the chance to discuss newly-emerged issues, such as the drafting bill of environmental liability, amendment of environmental impact assessment law, as well as the international trade and economic incentive under the climate change context.
Guest speakers are invited to give insights to relevant issues and share their experiences. Students taking this seminar for credits are required to join the class discussions with speakers and instructors and participate in course-related academic activities.
